Summary of the evaluation findings
The website results to be not be very accessible.
"skip to section" buttons are present, but missing area/role descriptions are broadly encountered on the pages. Keyboard navigation allows interaction with all functions on the pages.
Other than the systematic problems, frequently occurring issues are related to missing legends on the forms fields or missing alternative descriptions and content for images, and video elements.
